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Mike Fitzpatrick Scholarship 20017

Mike Fitzpatrick scholarships are named in honour of former player Mike Fitzpatrick who combined an
outstanding football career with academic excellence. The scholarships are designed to assist young
players to maintain their studies while aspiring to an AFL career.

Scholarships are available to players aged 15yrs and no older than 17yrs old as of 30t April 06. A
nominated player should have been identified as a talented Australian Rules footballer who aspires to
be an AFL player. The player must be in secondary school (or the equivalent) and be seeking financial
assistance.

Players can be nominated by the coach or president of their state league club, or by an AFL club
employee. Both the player and the nominator must complete this form.

All players must give their permission to be nominated, and nominations must be received by Friday
4th August 2006.

History

The scholarships are named after Mike Fitzpatrick in recognition of his outstanding efforts and
achievement to combine football with academic excellence. Now an AFL Commissioner, Mike played
97 games with Subiaco Football Club from 1970 to 1974 before playing 150 games for Carlton between
1975-76 and 1978-1983. He captained the club’s back to back premiership teams in 1981 and 1982. A
Managing Director and founder of Hastings Funds Management Limited, Mike previously held positions
with Merrill Lynch in New York, the Victorian Treasury and Telecom Australia. He is also a former
Melbourne Park Tennis Centre Trust member, former director of Carlton FC and former Chairman of the
Australian Sports Commission. He was also vice-president of AFL Players’ Association in early 1980s
and in 1975 was a Rhodes Scholar from Western Australia.

The scholarships are designed to support young players in their education and training while they are
aspiring to an AFL career. There is a desire to assist those players who may be at some financial
disadvantage. The scholarship program has been developed in conjunction with the AFLPA Player
Development Program and reinforces the association’s commitment to the future player education and
welfare of AFL players.

The AFLPA awards a bursary to a recipient for a 12-month period.
