OF JERRY KARBELING

Upon my arrival at
Drake in 1997, one
of the first individu-
als I met was Jerry
Karbeling. A Drake
graduate of the
pharmacy class of
1974, Karbeling
became a friend
and a mentor to me

and to many others in our Drake communi-
ty. Six short months after attending his 30-
year class reunion in October of 2005,
Karbeling passed away after a heart attack.
Karbeling owned and operated Big Creek

Pharmacy located in Polk City, IA. Besides
practicing pharmacy in his community, he
was senior vice president for public affairs
and corporate development for the Iowa
Pharmacists Association. A Kappa Psi broth-
er, Karbeling cared deeply about the profes-
sion of pharmacy. He was a professional
leader, community advocate and staunch
supporter of Drake and its college of phar-
macy. Karbeling personified his commitment
to Drake by identifying opportunities for the
college; communicating and participating on
the college’s National Advisory Board; men-
toring students to become involved and par-
ticipate in local, regional and national phar-
macy events; and encouraging students to
actively participate in the political process.

In memory of him, the class of 1974 has
founded the Karbeling Memorial Leadership
Fund. This leadership fund will establish an
annual Karbeling award to be given to the
student that most demonstrates the values
and actions for which Jerry Karbeling was
best known: professional involvement, com-
mitment to practice and political advocacy.
Additionally, the fund will sponsor the

Karbeling Lecture, an annual event dedicated
to promoting the pharmacy profession as vital
to the health care system, and create a profes-
sional development program on political advo-
cacy for pharmacists and student pharmacists.

“Jerry was a mentor to pharmacy students.
Anyone that knew him could sense his dedi-
cation to and desire to help the community.

Knowing him made you want to become the
best pharmacist you could possibly be,” says
pharmacy major Anthony Pudlo.
