Maintaining high Standards is vital to being a long term energetic and vibrant Lodge. When a Lodge receives
its Charter, one of the basic qualifications for a Charter requires that the three principle officers must be able to
confer the Three Degrees of Craft Masonry. After the Charter is issued it is presumed the qualification will be
maintained, but we have no provision to make sure that the standard is carried on to the succeeding officers.
Judging from the District Deputy Grand Master reports form official visits to Lodges, it is a fact that many
Lodges in Texas today can not even confer the Degrees. It stands to reason that a Lodge that can not confer
degrees will soon run short of members and either demise or have to merge with another Lodge.

The concept of Masonry is to improve ourselves and that includes improving our Lodge. Lodge integrity, self
esteem, and dignity are dependent on the leadership we as members elect and appoint to offices in our Lodge,
and we must ensure that our standards be met and in some cases raised back to reasonable levels in order to
improve ourselves and our Lodges. The Masonic Education and Service Committee publishes several papers
and booklets to help improve Lodge operation, and your Grand Lodge Trustees stand ready to assist in every
way possible to help you and your Lodge in efforts to set higher standards of improvement.

With regard to Ma-
sonry and the Mason, we leave you with this thought: Proof of Masonic
membership can be a current dues card carried in a man’s pocket to be dis-
played upon request. Proof that a man is a Mason is carried in his heart,
and is displayed by the life he lives. The life you live will reflect the les-
sons that have been taught you. You are admonished to practice out of the
Lodge, those duties which you have been taught in it. Thus you rightfully
deserve “the honor that has been conferred and merit the confidence of your Brethren.”

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MESSAGE
FROM THE GRAND SECRETARY

LODGE OFFICERS INSTALLATION

Brethren

“Tis the season for Lodge Officers Installations and all Lodges will
have installed their officers by July 31. This solemn act provides each
Lodge the opportunity to refresh its actions to provide Masonic light and
influence to its members and to the community in which they operate. It
provides a starting point in the new Masonic year to please each other
and unite in the grand design of being happy and communicating happi-
ness. Furthermore, it is a public pronouncement from each officer to re-
dedicate his services to the Lodge and to his brother officers.

The Grand Lodge laws states that all officers, both elective and appointive, must be in-
stalled in person. The Grand Lodge law also provides for officers, both elective and ap-
pointive, that were failed to be elected (selected), to be held over for another year without
further installation. The Masonic Jurisprudence Committee urged that the installation of re-
elected and re-appointed Officers be emphasized as being both appropriate and desirable in
a Grand Master’s decision to Article 293. You are urged to follow the Committee’s advice.

Some Lodges have established a Lodge tradition of not installing re-elected or re-
appointed officers. While this tradition of not acting and doing nothing may be efficient, it
evades the intent of the Grand Lodge law and creates a missed opportunity of renewing
commitments and acknowledging responsibilities in an open setting. Public installation
ceremonies are impressive and provide a means of showcasing Freemasonry, particularly if
every officer is installed and his installation details are presented. If your Lodge has this
tradition, you are urged to change it.

Officer installations actively start the local Lodge’s Masonic year and provide a suitable
occasion to cleanse hard feelings between individual members. Create an atmosphere void
of private piques and quarrels. Promote the teamwork essential to having a successful Ma-
sonic year. Produce an aura in which kindness and Brotherly affection distinguish your con-
duct as men and as Masons. If your Lodge installation is to be an annual recurrence of an
auspicious solemnity, start now in planning for the event and for the Masonic year that it
initiates.

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Houston Lodge Starts Food Pantry

Garden Oaks Food Pantry

Back a couple of years ago, Garden Oaks
Masonic Lodge # 1306 AF&AM from Houston, Texas
started a food pantry. This was done in an effort to help a
few individuals that had fallen on hard times. Part of this
effort was to deliver food baskets to the widows of our
Lodge members on holidays. After a while our members
started a Love Fund and a Benevolence Fund for the
purpose of having emergency funds available when the
need arises.

With our experience of collecting and donating
hundreds of pounds of food, we found an organization to
team up with. At present we are donating to a church
pantry known as Saint Vincent de Paul Society in the
small town of Tomball, Texas. Garden Oaks Lodge has
maintained a steady flow of food to this pantry. We have a simple system of having the Benevolence
Committee stand outside the door at the end of regular
meetings. Our members at Garden Oaks continue to show
their generosity by donating their spare change each time
they are asked. At first, the donations do not seem like
much, but every bit adds up and we get about 800 to 1500
pounds of food per quarter.

Donations are growing and we are able to purchase food
item in bulk at a considerably savings. The Pantry has
volunteer school children with Community Service Pro-
jects that come in to help. These fine young people help
divide the food into family size portions. Another help
comes from our very own Brisket  Brigade. The bris-
ket fundraisers donate a portion of their proceeds for food
purchases. We also take donations of bulk food items
such as rice, beans, sugar, pasta, frozen meats and any-
thing that will help feed the many in our community.

We recognize that the food supply must not dwindle, for the children must eat. We encourage

everyone to look into their hearts and pantries, look into their pockets for spare change and help Garden
Oaks in this noble endeavor. In our economic hard times, there is a cry upon the land and we as Master
Masons need to hear that cry. It is our brother, mother, child, or family that is in need. All the people
that live in this blessed land of milk and honey need help at one time or another. We need to help those

that cannot help themselves. Please consider the benevolent act of kindness in the hearts of your Masons,
see how you can help. Your donation will go a long way to feed the hungry and your generosity will be
greatly appreciated.
