Bowden has taken the
Florida State program to the top
ofthe college football worldand
has won two national champi-
onships(1993,1999). Bowden’s
Seminoles have been the most
dominant bowl teams ever post-
inga 17-6-1record with NCAA
records for winning percentage,
consecutive bowl wins (10) and
consecutive bowl appearances
without a loss (14).

Bowden is the only coach
in the history of college foot-
ballto lead teamsto 10 or more
wins over 14 straight seasons.
