Poultry question  The US has been a top poultry
supplier to Russia, accounting for 79

And both presidents seemed re-
lieved to get the poultry issue out of
the way. 

“I am pleased that we are not di-

As Kyrgyzstan struggles to establish
law and order with Sunday’s refer-
endum on a new constitution, Rus-
sia is actively mulling the creation
of a second military base in the
southern city of Osh.Russia has so far held back from

getting involved militarily involved in
Osh and Jalal-Abad, where ethnic un-
rest has killed at least 294 people and
displaced many thousands of Uzbeks.

And while Russia has declined
Roza Otunbayeva’s interim govern-
ment’s request to send peacekeepers,
the motive for a second base seems to
be cracking down on the drug trade
from neighbouring Afghanistan. “Where traffic is concerned, Osh is

somewhat of a gateway for drugs to
enter the rest of Central Asia,” Viktor
Ivanov, the powerful chief of the Fed-
eral Drug Control Service, said on
Thursday via a video-linkup from
Washington. 

Just three days earlier, Ivanov told

journalists that a Russian military
base “will establish effective work in
intercepting narcotics routes in this
country,” RIA Novosti quoted him as
saying. “Without our presence, it is
hard to continuously ask the Kyrgyz
[government] to solve this problem.”

In Washington, he softened his
tone, adding that his agency was co-
operating on the Afghan drug prob-
lem with his American counterparts. 

He also noted that a military base
was not in his agency’s official juris-
diction. “These are military-political

issues, and I am not taking part in the
discussions. I know that this is being
discussed on the Defence Ministry
level,” RIA Novosti quoted him as say-
ing.

Analysts were baffled by how a
military base could fight the drug
trade. “It all looks very suspicious,”
Nikolai Zlobin, a senior fellow at the
World Security Institute in Washing-
ton, told The Moscow News. “You
can’t fight the drug trade with mili-
tary bases. It’s a problem for the po-

Elevator dangers expose
Poor maintenance standards and ignorance of safety rules can contribute to accidents, experts s
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People come to Moscow from all
corners of the world, but most face
a common problem: finding ac-
commodation. Renting a flat in
Moscow is practically an art, as it
takes time, communication skills,
and, quite often, the ability to pay
a high commission fee. According to last year’s research

by GlobalPropertyGuide.com, since
the world financial crisis hit the

Russian economy, prices on the
rental market have f luctuated. What
has not changed is the commission
that real estate agents ask for when
a new lease is signed. Real estate database realsearch.ru

describes the commission or “agency
fee” as a payment to an agent for
finding an apartment on behalf of
another person, paid in accordance
with the terms of the individual
agency rules. 

It used to be landlords who paid
commission, because they were willing

to invest in finding a suitable tenant.
Yet today, tenants are the ones forced
to pay commissions. This is mainly due
to the fact that there are fewer decent
housing offers available now and land-
lords tend to put up prices that do not
correspond with property quality stan-
dards, automatically putting renters at
a disadvantage.

70 per cent of Moscow’s rental
market consists of one and two-bed-
room apartments with a price range
of around $800-1700 per month, The
Housing Azbuka reported in May. In

June 2010, an average price for rent-
ing an apartment in Moscow was be-
tween $1400 and $1600, real estate
agency Miel Arenda said in a report.

Moscow’s elevators are in poor
condition, with about 20 per cent
of them in a worn down state and
urgently needing repair – but er-
rors made by operators and failure
to observe basic safety rules by 
residents are also worrisome. Public attention was drawn to the

problem last week when an elevator
reportedly collapsed in a building on
Volzhsky Bulvar, injuring three people.

Vladimir Mitin, head of ZAO SP
Podyom – a company in charge 
of servicing elevators in that build-
ing– told RIA Novosti that the 
elevator did not actually collapse,
but exceeded its speed limit, activat-
ing the emergency braking system.
The issue of elevator safety, how-

ever, remains acute in Moscow. “The state of the elevator indus-
try in the country in general and
Moscow in particular is cause 
for concern, and collapses of eleva-
tors are likely,” Alexei Isakov, direc-
tor of research at the City Centre
Expertise group, told RIA Novosti.
“In Russia, the service period 
of 40 per cent out of every 500,000
elevators has expired. In Moscow,

every sixth elevator is worn down.”
Earlier this year, Pyotr Biryukov,

Moscow’s first deputy mayor, told the
TVC television channel that 92,000 el-
evators are in operation in the city, of
which 11,000 have been in service for
more than 25 years. Biryukov added
that 600 million roubles have been
earmarked for repairs and mainte-
nance of elevators.Yet according to Isakov, while
